Nothing breeds fear liké ignorance, ‘to an extent where we arc all afraid
of whet we do not understend, and our own rcactions tend to be to hit
out at this misunderst@od entity. Suppose a flying saucer did land or
fly very low tommorrow - vhat would happen?. The army would be diapenscd
to surround it or shoot it dovm. I doubt if even the most basic attempt
would be made to communicate with it first. In such a case, the occup-
ants would be forced to defend themselves, and no matter what their
original mission might have been, the probable outcome would be the
distruction of not only personcl on one or both sides, but the distructi-
on of not only personel on one or both sides, but the distructivn of any
chance of further communication with the Extra — Torrcstrials. We would
be considered to be an unfriendly civilisation not‘in any circumstances
to be contacted again.

T believe that logic and evidence both puint to the strong likkely-
hood that whoever is cut there, they are fricndly, and that we have much
to gain and lcarn from them if only we approach them din the right way. But
whatever their purposec, we cannot hope to come to terms énd beAifit by
their oxistence and attempts tc contect us through violence and ignor-
ance.

I was sat in my room on the 17th Floor of a buil@ing in Coventry. When
the friend I was with noticed éome-thing outside, we went to th e
window and as we watched a lighted object hovered over the city. I firs
thought it was a hot air balloon which hed somehow been illuminated for
some reason, However as we watched the object grew larger, as if i1t
was coming closer, although it stayed in the same position in relat ion
to the building near it. I discarded thc theory that it might be a
hot-air halloon when the thihg changed shape, we'wafghcd as gradually
the sﬁépe changea'from a ballcon shape into a sphere, a few seconds
later it gradually began to flétten out along one side, qnﬁil it had
become a half-sphere, Finally it flattened out even more until it
became cigar shaped. Throﬁghout the process it remained illuminated
with a white light across which there appeafed to be shadows moving,
changing and dividing the object into portions. The object appearcd
to be divided into two, later into three. The shadows were in the form
of hcrizéntél and vertical lines (not simultaneously). My friend aske
if T had g éamera, I did, but when I had it primed the object moved
at a tremendces speed in a straight line towards the horizen. Within
a few seconds it was at such a distance it had diminished into invis-
ability, leaving us both in a state of shaky incredulity, we discussed
what we had seen for quite a while trying to find a rational explan-~
ation for what we had secn without sucess. I_personélly found the
lack of a rational explanation very disturbing, perhaps even frighten
ing, it was difficult to comprchend what we had see.

Wielsh artist Mr.John Petts, of Llanstephan, has put down on paper
his impression of a luminous UTO he spotted over Ferryside, Dyfed, at
the weckond. -

Mr, Petts said yesterday ae was at his home, where he designs and
makes his famous stained-glass windows, when he noticed the object from:
his living room window, which overlooks the River Towy Estuary.

It wes just after 1 a.m. and he had becn working late.

Mr. Petts said he was preparing for bed. He had switched off the
lights in the living room and drawn back the curtains., He went on"I
then looked south-east across the estuary. £Above and beyond the horizen
of the hills sbove Ferryside on the far side of the rivér, my eye was
caught by a horizontol strip of light. It was luminous, pale gold, like
the colour of the moon., "I was amazed to sec that the outline shape
was clear and sharp, far from woclly-cdged as it would be from a cloud.
Yhat I sew clearly was 2 clean-cut shepe of even light, pale gold, the
shaepe of a weavers shuttle, sharply pointed at each cend, the top and
bottom cdzes straight and parallel.’

"By now I was intent and alert, starring herd and wondering what
will this do? It secmed poised, immobile. I thought will it rise higher
or will it move to the right or the left, It did not move at all, but
suddenly, it was switched off, suddenly like a light. VWhatever he saw
Mr, Petts does not believe it was from outer space. "I dont go for
the space thing", he said."It was likely to be manmade. Perhaps some new
mode of transportetion from a sccret experimental station, After all,
they have to try these things out at some time.

Mr. Petts is not the obly Llanstephan resident to see strange
sights over the Towy Estuary. Mrs Michacl Lownes said,"I had an exactly
similar experience, Mr. Petts, description put into words what I saw
around last Christmas.
